      7.4.1     All works are to be chosen by the competitor except for the set work which is  
      compulsory and to be performed in the first round. 

 7.4.2 The chosen repertoire should consist of contrasting works from different style        
                                   periods. 
 7.4.3.     Competitors may not perform their own compositions or own transcriptions.  
   Transcription by recognised composers are allowed.

time limit if stated. 
a. Musicianship and a good command of the technique. 
b. Musical expressiveness and interpretative ability 
c. Contrast in tempo and character 
d. An understanding and portrayal of different musical style periods, i.e., 

Baroque, Classical, Romantic, Contemporary 
 

7.4.6 Any repertoire changes must be submitted in writing and signed by both the competitor 
              and the teacher.  

No changes to the repertoire will be allowed after 1st of June 2022 
 

7.4.7 Different movements from a work played will be considered collectively as one (1) work. 
However, different movements from a substantial sonata, played in different rounds, will 
be allowed as separate pieces. 

 
7.4.8 The order in which pieces are to be performed in each round is at the discretion of the 

competitor. 
 

7.4.9 Repeats are not required but da capos should be performed. 
 

7.4.10 Concertos for all orchestral instruments are allowed and will need to be accompanied. 
 

7.4.11 Competitors who present a work consisting of variations are not allowed to omit any  
             variations. 

 
7.4.12 The panel of judges retains the right to stop the performance if the competitor exceeds  

      the allotted time. 
 

7.4.13 Competitors will be requested to provide copies of the scores one week prior to the  
  competition.
